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Malesh & Pi janec

Located in the far east of the region and the country,
along the upper reaches of the River Bregalnica;
Malesh and Pljanec present an extremely attractive
and complex whole, composed of mild mountains
with colorful forest complexes, numerous springs,
rivers and gorges. Descending from the Maleshevo
Mountains, along Mountains Vlaina and Golak; the
River Bregalnica together with its fast streams has
created magnificent gorges with waterfalls, rapids,
and cascades, magically woven into the mixed forest
cover. Several cities are located on the slopes of these
mountains such as Berovo and Pehchevo, as well as
Delchevo which is spread across the Pijanec Valley.
They have all preserved their authentic lifestyle,
culture and tradition, represented through the customs,
events that take place there, gastronomy and cultural
and historical monuments, being a testimony to the
human creativity both in the past and today. Thus, the
shade and peace, the tranquility and clean air make
the food more delicious and the famous Maleshevo
dishes even more succulent. The most popular of
them are: bread baked in an oven filled with “Selsko
Meso” (chunks of meat), potatoes prepared in various
methods, Maleshevo cheese and many other that
will leave you with such a strong impression that you
would love to come back and feel them again. There
are 45 old-growth trees in Malesh and Pijanec, among
which the so-called Hungarian oak (Quercus frainetto)
near the location Vrtislavci is the oldest, with 630 years
of age.

Maleshevo Mountains

This green forest mountain paradise is located at
the far east of North Macedonia. With its semi-
circular spread, it shapes the spring head of the River
Bregalnica, the second longest river in the country.
The Maleshevo Mountains are rich with springs,
which form a lot of streams and rivers. They have a
mild and tame appearance with rounded mountain
ridges and are a wonderful merge of coniferous and
deciduous trees. They are known for the primordial
connection of the man with nature and the traditional
stockbreeding transformed into quality dairy and
agricultural products, which you simply have to try.
The Maleshevo Mountains are a true eco-oasis
with clean and almost untouched nature which shall
encourage you to take a walk and visit some of the
waterfalls or to have a glance at the lakes at Chengino
Kale. Discover the secrets of the mountain through
the numerous hiking or cycling trails, and your senses
shall not forget this.

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Monastery complex St. Archangel Michael

It is not just the nature you can admire in the region
around the city of Berovo, but the numerous cultural
attractions as well. Among them, the monastery
complex St. Archangel Michael is very valuable, since
it is the only monastery in North Macedonia, located
in a city, i.e., in Berovo. The early beginnings of this
monastery date back to 1818 and are accompanied
by an unusual legend related to its construction.
The monastery has gone through a very turbulent
historical period and what is striking about it, is the
single preserved icon from the original iconostasis of
the Prophet Noah. Today, there is a sisterhood within
the monastery which nurtures a two - century tradition.
It is widely known for making mosaic icons and other
religious objects, as well as jams made of fruit picked
up from the untouched forests and of course the
inevitably famous forest honey.

Monastery Assumption of the Holy Mother of God

It is a relatively new building where a brotherhood of
monks lives and is known for making icons and honey.
It does not have capacity to accommodate visitors,
but visits from believers are allowed. They can all
watch the liturgies and have the opportunity to enjoy
the colorful beauty of the forest.

Vlaina Mountain

On the east side of the road from the city of Pehchevo
to the city of Delchevo, you can see the elongated
mountain ridge of Vlaina Mountain, one of the highest
mountains in the East region. Its highest peak is
Kadiica at south, elevated above the city of Pehchevo
with its 1,932 m. Due to the height it has, the peak
is inspiring to mountaineers but to everyone else as
well, who wants to marvel at the natural beauty. There
are multiple marked trails to the peak and as soon as
you reach the highest point, you will be fascinated by
the remarkable panoramic view towards Malesh and
Pijanec to the west and Pirin Mountain to the east.

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Bukovik Mountain

On the western side of Vlaina Mountain, just above
the city of Pehchevo, the striking volcanic cone
Bukovik is imprinted. Up until ten million years ago,
there used to be a fierce volcano here spewing lava
and volcanic material over the surrounding area.
Bukovik is covered with dense beech forest, hence
its name (Buka (6yka) in Macedonian — beech), but at
the same time, it is rich with small mineral springs, the
most famous of which is “Smrdliva voda”.

Vrtena Skala

This is quite an attractive and visited site at the
southern slopes of Bukovik. It is a volcanic rock —
a denudation rock, with an interesting appearance and
an opening in its middle part. Because of the belief that
the rock has miraculous power for women struggling
with infertility, women pass through the opening,
believing and having faith that their problem shall be
solved. Recently this site has been landscaped and a
hiking trail leading to it has been made.

Judovi Livadi

Before you climb Bukovik, at the exit of the city of
Pehchevo, you will notice a specific plain called
Judovi Livadi (meadows). This place is known for the
very rare occurrence of an insectivorous plant — the
round - leaved sundew (Drosera rotundifolia). It is one
of the few sites in North Macedonia, where this plant
can be found.

Educational Centre for
Nature Conservation Negrevo

If you want to find out more about the natural diversity
in the Bregalnica region, you should visit the centre
located at the western foothill of Bukovik Mountain,
in the picturesque village of Negrevo. Here, in an
unusual and original way, the visitors especially the
young ones, shall learn about the methods of nature
preservation, the sustainable use of natural resources
and care for natural values. The centre is the starting
point for many educational, hiking and cycling trails to
the surrounding natural areas.

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Crnik Badlands

At the foothill of Vlaina Mountain, the River-Zhelevica
together with its right tributaries has created marvelous
erosive phenomena called badlands.eshhe" biggest
ones are near the village of Crnik, i.e., along Crnichka
River or Vinichka River. The badlands show different
layers which have been created during thousands
of years and each layer witnesses the landscape
changes in the recent geological past. The largest
badlands amaze us with their representativeness and
magnificence, with sections over 100 m high and tell
us the story of the centuries - old erosion done by the
rivers in this area.

Stone Dolls in Kukulje

Near the village of Nov Istevnik, halfway from the city
of Pehchevo to the city of Delchevo, on the slopes
of the not so high Bejaz Tepe Mountain, known as
Sredna, a unique natural occurrence can be seen -
Kukulje. Hidden in the dense pine forest, at an altitude
of 880 m, Kukulje hides dozens of earth pillars so-
called Stone Dolls which resemble human figures
and have been an inspiration for numerous legends.
However, “the dolls” were created by the centuries -
old activity of the water to the rocks, shaping
miraculous forms up to 15 m high. There is a marked
hiking trail about 1 km long, leading to this attractive
and landscaped site.

Stamer

Stamer is a village where the single paleontological site
is located, and where fossils of up to 3 to 10 million years
old have been discovered. Following the discovery
of fossils which had parts of the hyperion (three-toed
horse), deer, mastodon, giraffe remains from the Early
Pliocene as well as remains from rhinoceros and other
types of Picermian fauna; Stamer managed to place
itself on the World Paleontological Map, since this is for
the first time in Europe, that a gigantic horn of a new
type of giraffe was found, which confirms the animal
crossing between South Europe, Asia and Africa.

Gradishte

The hill above the village of Grad (near the city of
Delchevo) is dominated by the fortress remains
which immediately attract one’s attention. There is
an archaeological site here which is believed to have
been a late antique city. Greek, Roman and Byzantine
coins, as wells as dishes made of stone, pottery,
pithos, bronze crosses and a female deity dating back
5,500 years, have been found at this site known as
Gradishte, which dates back to the Eneolithic

(Copper Age).

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Golak Mountain

Somewehere between the cities of Delchevo, Vinica
and Makedonska Kamenica, Golak Mountain, a
mountain of medium height, is located. The name
probably comes from the fact that in its past, this
mountain was quite bare (Golak (ron) in Macedonian
— bare). However, today most of it is covered with
dense oak and beech forest. Due to the proximity
of the city of Delchevo and the excellent position,
as well as the accessible paved road to the highest
point of the mountain, the peak Chavka (1,536 m.),
nature lovers regularly visit the mountain. The various
medicinal and endemic herbs here can be best learnt
through “The Herbal Path” as well as the “Children’s
Educational Path” with clear markings and information
boards. The clear air, pleasant climate, dense forest,
numerous springs as well as the accessibility and
arranged hiking and cycling trails, make the visit to
this mountain an unforgettable experience.

Monastery Holy Mother of God -
Balaklija — Easter Friday

This is a monastery 1.5 km far from the city of Delchevo
and is one of the most representative religious and
cultural objects in the Municipality of Delchevo. It is
located in a beautiful natural area at the foothill of
Golak Mountain, near the regional road Delchevo —
Golak. Data on the existence of the Monastery Holy
Mother of God Balaklija— Easter Friday date back to
1915, when it was built of mud. The whole area around
the monastery is nicely landscaped and enriched
with traditional buildings, paths, relaxation points,
a stream, a fountain, a waterfall and bandstands.
Different religious, cultural and other types of events
take place here several times a year.

Grandfather Mitko’s House

In one of the neighbourhoods of the picturesque
village of Dramche near the city of Delchevo, the
house of Grandfather Mitko, the best folklore dancer
of the traditional “oro” is located. He has dedicated
his whole life to “Kopacka” — a traditional Macedonian
folklore dance, inscribed in the UNESCO list of
intangible cultural heritage. The house itself is very
authentic and in its original condition just as it was
when Grandfather Mitko lived there, enriched with all
the objects, photographs and publications related to
his legendary life and work.

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Maleshevija is in your hands

A fair dedicated to the traditional and ethno culture
of the people of Maleshevo, with exhibition - sales
character and largely attended by locals and guests
from the country. The offer is varied, from dairy
products and their processing, including the famous
Maleshevo sheep cheese, honey and bee products -
propolis, wax, royal jelly and others; as well as wild
berries, to traditional agricultural products too, such as:
potatoes, beans, pumpkins and other local products.
An indispensable part are the handicrafts made by the
skilful hands of hard-working housewives - traditional
processes of wool - carpets, shags (“yambolia”),
clothes, but also other woven, knitted, embroidered
handiwork. Various souvenirs of different materials
and carvings as well as other wooden products are
on display.

Ratevski Bamburci

The tradition of the locals, which has developed into
a carnival, is held every year on January 20 in the
village of Ratevo. Participants disguise themselves in
the skins of various animals and hunt and chase the
evil with large metal bells. The very word “bamburci”
in Macedonian, in Maleshevo, relates to something
very frightening, which has to be chastised with
something even more frightening. So, every year for
two or three months, the inhabitants make masks and
horrible clothes from the skins of cattle, sheep, goats
and birds, to celebrate the tradition of the ancestors
who for centuries chastised evil and disease from
men and cattle.

Pijanec - Maleshevo Wedding

What makes the Pijanec - Maleshevo Wedding very
special is the respect for the heritage in the spirit of
tradition and old wedding customs, which preserve the
identity of Pijanec, especially the wedding customs
that are threatened with extinction under the influence
of the new era. The purpose of the Pijanec - Maleshevo
Wedding is to save the customs and traditions from
oblivion, as well as the folk costumes, songs and
dances, which have been cherished by the people of
Pijanec and Malesh for centuries. The organizer of the
event is KUD “Goce Delchev”, whereas the Mayor of
Delchevo is the patron of the manifestation.

With its vastness and height of above 2,200 m,
Osogovo is the “Mountain Pearl” of the East which
attracts visitors, recreationists and mountain lovers
with its beauty and enchantment throughout the year.
The tourist offer of this area is a unique combination
of natural beauty, cultural values and delicious food,
all of them contributing to an unforgettable pleasure
for the senses. The gastronomic offer includes the
recognizable and famous dairy products, game
specialties, mushrooms prepared in various ways,
natural juices and all kinds of fruit jams made of fruit
picked up in the untouched mountain slopes.

Osogovo Mountains

This gorgeous mountain is the highest in the eastern
part of North Macedonia, and the highest peak of them
all is Ruen, reaching a height of 2,252 m, whereas
the most attractive is Carev Vrv, at 2,085 m. These
peaks are a challenge for the mountaineers and all
visitors willing to conquer the mountain peaks. Due
to the common rainfall and rich forest vegetation,
Osogovo is rich in springs, streams and rivers. The
springs are not very strong, but are constant during
the year, cold and drinkable. With its unstoppable
energy, rivers have flowed deep into the rocks for
thousands of years, creating steep valleys and gorges.
‘The Osogovo Mountains, apart from being rich* with
forests, are a treasure of endemic plants,forest.fruits,
teas and are home to diverse animals, rare birds and
foxes, as well as wolves, boars, deer and other wild
life. The diversity of thesmountain with its height and
magnificence with the huge natural forest complexes
and beautiful landscapes, is @ magnet for visitors,who
want to enjoysthe almost untouched natureyeither
during the'summer or winter. Part of this mountain has
been proclaimed as a protected area of category V,
a protected landscape for its diversity and richness,
biodiversity, geo-diversity, hydrological features,
landscapes and other values, as well as for preserving
the special interaction of people with nature.

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Lake Kalimanci

The middle part of the long and very interesting
Istibanja Gorge, which separates the Osogovo
Mountains from Golak Mountain, is filled with the
waters of Lake Kalimanci. The lake is 14 km long,
quite branched with numerous bays, peninsulas
and one small island called Kalata. One of the bays
goes deep into the small but picturesque mining
city of Makedonska Kamenica. This lake is rich with
fish, and offers excellent conditions for sport fishing.
Nearby, there are several archaeological sites and
a picturesque road passes by the lake, which then
continues to Bulgaria through the cities of Makedonska
Kamenica and Delchevo.

Village of Cera

Traditional architecture and houses dispersed in
the mountains and along the valleys is what makes
the villages of Osogovo a story themselves. One
such typical village is Cera, in the eastern part of
the mountain located at 1,000 m. The village can be
reached through the paved road, which starts from
the small city of Makedonska Kamenica. There is a
memorial ossuary there, marking one of the fiercest
battles from the World War |, fought in this area. The
ossuary is located in the basement of the village
school and it keeps the remains of the fallen soldiers.
Apart from the beautiful nature and the old mountain
houses, the traditional and healthy food, the village is
known for the remarkable Monastery Elenec, built in
1880. The village of Cera organizes several events a
year, including Pokrov, which takes place on October
14, during the feast of the Holy Mother of God, which
is in fact the festival of the Monastery; then Babina
Banica and Diaspora Day, which takes place in
August.

Istibanja Gorge

On its course between Pijanec and Kochani Valley,
the river Bregalnica passes through an impressive
gorge which is 30 km long and 500 m deep. The
larger part of the gorge is filled with the waters of Lake
Kalimanci, which gives it outstanding beauty. The
gorge is specific because of its diverse vegetation
and numerous small stone forms on its sides in a
shape of mushrooms, denudation rocks and blocks.
There is a paved road passing through the gorge and
connecting the far East with the cities of Kochani and
Shtip, making it very accessible.

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Ponikva

On the southern branches of the Osogovo Mountains,
and north of the city of Kochani, one of the most
famous mountain and tourist centres in this part
of North Macedonia is located — the beautiful
Ponikva. Located at 1,600 m above sea level and
surrounded with dense oak forests, the site offers a
lot of accommodation and recreation facilities, sport
centres, ski slopes, two ski lifts and a snowboarding
path. All of this is accompanied by the newly built
church dedicated to St. Vasilij (St. Basil), and a
possibility to hike or go by an off-road vehicle to the
prominent peak Carev Vrv (2,085 m), which enrich
the already full recreational content program. There
are many springs and streams here, as well as dense
forests spread towards the surrounding valleys. The
ecologically clean environment and the lush vegetation
are a rest for the eyes and a purifier for your lungs.

Monastery Complex St. Panteleimon

In the picturesque village of Pantelej, at the foothill of
the Osogovo Mountains, at only 12 km from the city of
Kochani, there is a monastery complex St. Panteleimon.
Back in 1877 there used to be a small village church
here - Assumption of the Holy Mother of God, and
then in 1885, the whole complex was built. The
exquisite church is dedicated to the Holy Great
Martyr Panteleimon and has impressive frescoes and
iconostasis. Over the years, this monastery has had an
ecclestiastical, spiritual, literary and educational role
as it served as a place for educating the population.
August 9 is the Holy Day of the Monastery and the
village of Pantelej, when a lot of believers and visitors
come here and have the opportunity of spending the
night in the monastery lodgings. The old bell tower of
the church still functions as a reminder of the rich and
spiritual history of this part of the Osogovo Mountains.

Rice fields in Kochani Valley

One of the greatest treasures of North Macedonia
and its true pride are the widely known rice fields in
the Kochani Region. Due to its great value for the
Macedonian economy, rice is often referred to as “The
white gold from Kochani”. Rice is part of numerous
gastronomic specialties, specific for the Kochani
Valley. The cultivation and method of its production
are a special attraction especially for people seeing it
for the first time.

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Lake Gratche

At the southern foothill of the Osogovo Mountains,
near the city of Kochani, lies Lake Gratche, located
in a beautiful and natural setting. It was created in the
middle of the last century, following the construction
of the dam on Kochanska River. The lake is 200 m
wide with a maximum depth of 30 m. The dense
forests around and the Big Waterfall which is 20 m
high, give the lake incredible beauty. There are
several viewpoints on the hills above the lake with a
magnificent view and there is also a picturesque trail
around the lake. Due to the proximity to the city and
the connection made by the paved road, this place is
a real magnet to visitors.

The last mill in the Kochani region

Milling used to be a common craft here. Nowadays, it
is quite rare to find a mill, especially one that can still
function. Suchan active mill can be found on Kochanska
River. It is the so-called Karakashka or Belska Mill
on the road to Lake Gratche and was built in the
19th century.

The oak near the village of Beli

There is an oak called the Beli Plane Tree, which is
estimated to be around 700 years old, and is one of
the oldest trees in this region, being marked a natural
rarity. It is located on a hill in the yard of the monastery
complex of St. llija, 1 km north of the village of Beli. Its
dimensions are impressive: the circumference of the
trunk is 5.90 m, whereas the height about 20 m.

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The village of Cheshinovo

The village of Cheshinovo is the paradise-of-storks.
The stork, being part of the numerous tales and
stories around the world, has a_great tradition
here. The European Stork Village title is absolutely
deserved since one of the biggest and highest stork
nests in North Macedonia, is located here. There
are around a hundred stork nests in the Municipality,
which is why the village of Cheshinovo is a member of
the European Stork Network, and organizes the Stork
Day event each year on May 6.

Zletovska River Gorge

If you want to fully experience the East, we recommend
a mandatory visit to the beautiful Zletovska River
Gorge. It is located at the foothill of the Osogovo
Mountains, upstream from the village of Zletovo,
and being long 30 km, it is one of the longest and
most attractive gorges in North Macedonia. Remains
of former volcanic cones and craters rise above the
gorge. Because of the large longitudinal fall, there
are numerous waterfalls (4 to 20 m high) which have
been created on Zletovska River and its tributaries.
The gorge has a rich flora and fauna, thus making
it even more attractive. There are several churches
and monasteries too, of which the most striking is the
St. Spyridon Monastery.

Monastery St. Spyridon the Miracle Maker

This is a metochion of the Lesnovo Monastery. It
was first mentioned in the 13th century, but had been
neglected and destroyed during the Ottoman Empire.
In 2006, a new monastery was built on the foundations
of the old one, and is now known as Zelengrad
Monastery since it is in the proximity of the village of
Zelengrad, 7 km from the city of Probishtip, on the
road leading to the dam in the village of Knezhevo,
Kratovo. This used to be a male monastery, but after
its restoration, it now functions as a female one.

Ratkova Skala

With its huge escarpments of solid quartz rocks, up to
200 m high, Ratkova Skala is one of the most attractive
sites in Osogovo. These rocks silently speak of the
thousands of years during which River Shtalkovica,
a left tributary to River Zletovska cut its river-bed.
The vultures, foxes, snakes, wolves and various
wildlife has found home in this rocky area. You can
reach this oasis of wild and untouched nature if you
come through the villages of Zletovo and Shtalkovica
or through the macadam road descending from the
Tourist Centre Ponikva.

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Village of Lesnovo

There are many cone-shaped ridges in the area
between the city of Probishtip, village of Zletovo and
city of Kochani. These are old volcanic cones and
craters, remains from the once strong volcanic activity
in this area. An especially attractive crater is Lesnovo,
in whose middle part is the village of Lesnovo. Not
only has the crater preserved its original form to this
day, but visitors shall be amazed by the extraordinary
connection and intertwining of man and nature. The
numerous caves created by breaking stones for mills
are evidence for this. Part of these caves was used as
holy places for the monks in this region.

Lesnovo Monastery

The Lesnovo Monastery is associated with the life of the
11th century hermit St. Gavril Lesnovski. This monastery
was built in 1341 and is dedicated to the St. Archangel
Michael. As one of the most important medieval cultural
monuments, the Lesnovo Monastery is famous for its
marvelous frescoes, specific iconostasis from 1811,
and monastic fraternity as well as the healing powers
and miracles witnessed by many believers. A special
importance has the black mulberry tree in the yard
which is 700 years old, since there are many legends
related to this old tree. If this monastery used to be
well - known for its transcription school and created a
number of manuscripts, nowadays it is known for the
Lesnovo Art Colony.

Cave church Holy Mother of God

This church is located 1 km southwest of the Lesnovo
Monastery, on the left bank of the River Lesnovo,
with the purpose of leading hermit life, established
during the fifth or sixth decade of the 14th century.
This particular cave served as hermitage of the hermit
Serapion, who lived in the 14th century, during the
service of the Zletovo Bishop Arsenie. One of the
most striking features here is the fresco-composition
with inscription, which although quite damaged and
illegible, provides us with valuable data about the time
of the anchorites (hermits).

If you want to see the whole splendor of traditional
costumes, accompanied by folk dances and songs
from the region, but from other parts of the world
as well, the international festival of folklore is the
place to be. It is an event that takes place during the
second half of September in the picturesque village of
Istibanja, and has a decade - long tradition. It starts
with a folklore parade of the participants, throwing
flower wreaths in River Bregalnica, which is the
traditional custom of the people who live here.

Stork Day

Stork Day event is celebrated every year in the village
of Cheshinovo, a member of the European Stork
Network and where the largest stork nest in North
Macedonia is located. A manifestation dedicated to
the stork is held in the village of Cheshinovo within the
framework of the event, and visitors will be able to visit
the Eco-ethno Park which includes info - houses and
bird watch houses, children’s entertainment props,
and models of the white stork.

Week of sport and culture

On the occasion of August 28 — The Assumption
of the Holy Mother of God, as well as Miners’ Day,
which is the Patron Day of the city of Probishtip, from
August 24 to August 28 the manifestation Week of
Sport and Culture is held, and every day a sport and
cultural event is organized. Sports tournaments in
indoor football, streetball, sand volleyball and tennis
are organized, and at the same time an open cultural
event is held in the city centre: theatre plays, music
and fashion evening, jazz evening, folklore evening,
evening dedicated to Macedonian music and an
evening with Balkan music artists. The whole event
is accompanied by great interest and thousands of
spectators from the region and beyond.

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Lesnovo Art Colony

In July, about twenty artists gather in the village of
Lesnovo from all over North Macedonia, from the
neighbouring countries and beyond. For a period of
ten days in the village of Lesnovo, they create and
paint their paintings, some of which remain in the
permanent possession of the Cultural Centre, i.e. the
Municipality of Probishtip. It is significant that a large
number of famous artists have passed through here,
and have left a large number of valuable works of art.
The manifestation has a rich program that includes the
opening ceremony, visits by celebrities, visits to sites,
important old craftshops and cultural monuments,
organizing festivities as well as the closing ceremony.

Grandmother’s Zelnik

If you are eager to truly experience the traditional
preparation of the widely known “zelnik” (pastry), but
to also enjoy its irresistible taste, you should visit the
event Grandmother’s Zelnik in the city of Probishtip,
which takes place in honour of the arrival of spring
(March 21). Apart from the different types of pastry,
you can also taste some other local dishes prepared
by the hard-working housewives.

Rice Days

This event takes place during the second half of
September, when the beginning of the rice harvest is
marked in the Kochani Valley. A special attraction is to
see how the harvest is performed using a sickle and
harvesters dressed in traditional folklore costumes.
All customs dating back to the past are included such
as the blessing of the harvest, lunch in the fields, a
competition in harvesting as well as singing along and
finally tying the sheaf.

If you want to experience something completely
different, mystical and untouched, then you should
definitely visit the area around Plachkovica Mountain.
You can see prominent mountain peaks, dense
forests, numerous springs, streams and waterfalls,
deep valleys, gorges and small canyons, in addition
to the wealth of tradition and original local dishes,
and hospitality everywhere. Whatever you decide
to see, you will leave this place full of unforgettable
experiences from this magnificent area.

Plachkovica Mountain

On the left side of the road from the city of Vinica to
the city of Shtip, you can see one of the most diverse
and interesting mountain in the region — Plachkovica
Mountain. Inits central part it has the highest peak
Lisec at 1,754 m, and exactly in the middle part of
the mountain, the valley of Zrnovska River cuts the
mountain, creating an extremely attractive and deep
gorge which in several places resembles a canyon.
Zrnovska River passes through densely forested area
and has a rocky bottom which hides a dozen ponds
with_a depth of up to 8 m. Particularly admirable are
Devichin Vir, Suljov Vir etc.

If you want to experience the mountain from a higher
point, your best opportunity is.to climb the peak Turtel
(1,689 m) or the highest peak Lisec. Turtelis located on
the western side of the mountain and can be reached
easily since there is a paved road leading to'the point
at-1,500 m:. In addition.to the amazing panoramic
view; you can-also visit the five Turtel Caves. Climbing
to'the top is especially pleasurable since it offers a
wide and beautiful view- of the entire eastern.part of
North*Macedonia.. The whole mountain -is_covered
with dense; mostly-beech forest and various‘endemic
plant species. Here'you can meet diverse.fauna, from
butterflies and birds to foxes and welves;.and if you
are lacky enough, bears too.

Turtel Caves

The-caves are-located just belowithe peak Turtel on
Plachkovica Mountain:*They-were iereated by karst
erosion in the marble rocks which are present-in;the
form of narrow stripsin.this' area. So.far, five caves
have been.explored, of which the longest is.the ‘Great
Caye; 600-m long. Itiis truly.a pearl \with ‘itsunique
cave ornaments™~and a:challengei to  speleologists.
Almost.all of these:caves are- easily ‘accessible’to
visitors thanks toithe marked trails leading to them.

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Waterfalls on the Dzudzevska River

These waterfalls confirm the fact that water is not
only the source of life, but of beauty too. The noise
of the water, together with the lush vegetation, the
diverse forest and abundance of birds give you the
impression of primordial natural beauty. The waterfalls
are especially attractive due to their location. They are
located nearby the road Vinica - Berovo.

Mountain lodge Vrteshka with an artificial rock

About 35 km east of the city of Shtip, in a beautiful
forest landscape on the Plachkovica Mountain, there
is the Vrteshka mountain lodge, which is one of the
most modern in this part of the country. The lodge,
which offers a beautiful panoramic view, has 30
beds, water, electricity and central heating. Vrteshka
is an open type, and it works with prior reservation.
Accessibility to it is excellent, on a paved road that
runs through beautiful mountainous areas. Beginning
at the lodge, there are several trails one can hike to
climb to the highest peaks of Plachkovica. Recently,
an artificial rock for sport climbing with several levels
of difficulty has been placed next to the mountain
lodge.

Archaeological site Vinica Fortress

At the northeastern foothill of Plachkovica Mountain,
the small city of Vinica is located, and is especially
known for the archaeological site Vinica Fortress. This
is a silent witness to the Neolithic period, the Iron Age
and the Middle Ages. So much history in one place. In
fact, this place marks the late antique settlement with
a preserved wall dating back to the period between
the 4th and 6th century. Pithos from the 4th century as
well as remains from a couple of basilicas and a 6th
century crypt have been found here in addition to the
small medieval church, artifacts from the late antiquity
and objects of a profane character. However, this
fortress only became famous after the discovery of
the terracotta icons dating back to 5th and 6th century
and being a valuable part of the early Christian art
in North Macedonia and beyond. They are reliefs
in baked clay depicting figures of Christian Saints,
symbolic animals, battle scenes and compositions
which illustrate Bible texts written in Latin. Excavations
from this site are exhibited in the Terracotta Museum
in the city of Vinica.

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Village of Zrnovci

This is one of the most beautiful villages at the northern
foothill of Plachkovica Mountain, and is the centre of
the same Municipality. The name comes from the
two main occupations in this municipality, that is zrno
(Mkd. grain) and ovci (Mkd. sheep) which signify that
people here were growing crops and were dedicated
to animal husbandry. The rice fields are a symbol of
this village. The picturesque Zrnovska River flows
through the village, and there are several attractive
restaurants on its banks.

Village of Morodvis

The village of Morodvis is located at the northern
foothill of Plachkovica Mountain, at an incredible
location where the entire Kochani Valley can be
overlooked from. The village is widely known for the
archaeological site Gradishte or Crkvishte, as part
of the former Roman city Morozvizd. During the 11th
and 12th century, this city was an Episcopal seat
in the region. Valuable objects, jewelry, tombs and
remains of four churches have been found at this site,
and the oldest church dates back to the 5th century.
Apart from the abovementioned site, Morodvis will
amaze you with the medieval necropolis, the church
St. Troica (Church of the Holy Trinity) and the church
St. Simeon Stylites. There is also an ethno - house
where different items are exhibited, which have been
used for centuries by the locals.

In the centre of the village of Morodvis, along the
sides of Morodvis River, there are peculiar trunks of
the so called Platanus Orientalis tree, which could be
more than 500 years old. Due to their uniqueness and
amazement, these trunks are protected as Monuments
of Nature, and there is a lovely area around them,
specially arranged for socializing. These trees remain
to be silent witnesses to the turbulent and centuries -
old historical events here.

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Archaeological Site Bargala

Bargala is one of the most remarkable late antique
cities in the country. Entering through the great gate of
this early christian city and magical place, marks the
beginning of a journey where each visitor becomes
part of history. Bargala flourished during the period
between the 4th and 6th century, when it used to be a
strong ecclesiastical, cultural and economic centre in
the region along River Bregalnica.

According to the archaeological records which
comply with the historic evidence from late 6th and
early 7th century, the city suffered during the Avar-
Slavic invasion of the Balkans. The sacred and other
buildings were then either partially or fully ruined.
However, life did not stop, since later, one of the most
significant medieval settlement arose. The church
St. Gjorgji (St. George) as well as the large necrpolis
next to it, witness the early-medieval period.

Church St. Gjorgji, Karbinci

Located 10 km northeast of the city of Shtip, in
the area of Gorni Kozjak, this is one of the oldest
churches in North Macedonia. According to the
method of masonry, the church probably dates back
to the 11th or 12th century, and is believed to have
been rebuilt in the 14th century. It has been frescoed
in several stages and by several zographs (painters),
but nowadays most of it is ruined.

Canyon Kamnik

The small but very impressive canyon Kamnik can
be seen at the northwestern foothill of Plachkovica
Mountain, near the village of Radanje. This canyon
has been created by cutting the solid and resistant
rocks by the small river Shaplak. The colourful rock
layers and the numerous ponds as well as the small
waterfalls give this area unique beauty, and you will
feel real adrenaline when you pass through them.

There, with the support
of the local self-government, the traditional Yuruks
Gatherings Karbinci-Radanje is held, which brings
together old and young of Macedonian and Turkish
nationality, where the ftradition is celebrated with
songs and dances and serves as an example for the
development of coexistence in the municipality.

In Vinica Veritas

An International Festival of humor and satire which
takes place every year in October, at the Cultural
Centre in the city of Vinica. The festival lasts 5 days,
caricatures are exhibited and theatre performances
are shown, in addition to several prizes being awarded:
caricature, aphorism and epigram. Renowned actors,
satirists and caricaturists from the country and abroad
take part in the festival.

It is a particularly
interesting area especially in terms of its cultural
heritage, because it has numerous archaeological
sites, churches and monasteries, remains from
medieval Ottoman buildings, as well as many events
and gourmet specialties. No matter whether you
would like to climb the Isar (the fortress) or relax in the
warm water of the spa Kezhovica, or simply be part of
one of the many events, make sure you don'’t forget to
try the widely known pastrmalija from the city of Shtip,
a branded product with a registered trademark since
2011.

Museum Complex — Shtip

The:continuity of human existence in the Bregalnica
Region is remarkably summarized in the permanent
setting at the Institute for Preserving Cultural
Monuments.- and Museum, Shtip. More than 1;200. -
archaeological exhibits reflect the rich cultural.;and
historic past of this area during the centuries: and’
millenia; 'beginning from the neolithic periodsuntil-the*
18th century. The whole exhibitiondsbreathtaking, and
you no lenger need to travel, you.ean find everything:
here. The first bronze tools of our ancestors are here,
made for work and hunting, as well.as golden chariots,
jewelry, coins, personal belongings and so on.

Each one of them hides a piece ©of a-period, story,
history of a time... However, the challenge named
Bregalnica Region;/which “hides many secrets,
invites you to feel the ‘still present spirit of the ancient
civilization on spot.

Archaeological Site Isar

Surrounded by steep slopes and located to the"west
of the river-bed of the River Bregalnica and to the
south of the' River Otinja, there is a hill above the city
of Shtip, which-has an exceptionally strategic position,
so it's no surprise that it was exactly this place where
a fortress was built in ancient times’i.e., the guardian
of the former Peonian city Astibo, a late Byzantian
city Stipion, and today’s city of Shtip. Archaeological
excavations in 2009 discovered a 30 m long tunnel
leading tothe river Bregalnica, which only;confirms
the legend of'its invincibility. With the “advent of
firearms, the fortress has lost its function' and was
therefore abandoned.

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Mountaineering Site Plocha

On the road to the city of Radovish, 20 km south of
the city of Shtip, you will pass by these old volcanic
cones, among which the most striking are Pilav. Tepe
on the left and Plocha on the right side of the road.
On Plocha, there is a rocky section, 100 m high, with
a dozen mountaineering routes. Despite beingable to
enjoy the adrenaline, you can enjoy the breathtaking
panoramic view from the top of the rock. This is an
unforgettable experience, but recommended for
experienced climbers and mountaineers only.

Api Cabin

Not far from the city of Shtip, on the road Shtip —
Radovish, near Lake Mantovo, the first Api Cabin for
apitherapy was built in the East Region. It is a small
relaxation room where beehives are used for inhalation
of various essential oils from all bee products - honey,
pollen, propolis, bee bread, all of which help to improve
lung function and strengthen immunity.

“Chet’rse” (Feast of the Holy Forty Martyrs)

This particular custom is the first Macedonian custom
to enter the UNESCO World List of Intangible Cultural
Heritage. It is a unique and centuries-old custom
which takes place on the religious holiday of the
Holy Forty Martyrs (March 22), when people of all
generations climb the fortress Isar and greet forty
people. Youngsters pick up 40 stones along their way,
39 of which they throw in the River Bregalnica and
take one to put under the pillow, so that according to
the belief, the same night they shall dream their life
partner.

Pastrmalijada — Shtip

Pastrmalija (a type of pastry) is a Macedonian dish
made of dough and meat. The traditional pastrmalija
is usually oval - shaped with sliced meat chunks on
top of it. Its name derives from the word pastrma,
meaning salted and dried meat of sheep or lamb,
but today is made from pork or chicken. Every year,
usually in September, the city of Shtip organizes a
huge event in this region — Pastrmalijada which lasts
for several days and is one of the most visited events.
Visitors can have fun with numerous singers and
performers and try this well-known specialty.

Makfest

The most popular pop - festival in North Macedonia —
Makfest takes place in the city of Shtip. The festival
has produced over 1,000 songs, most of them hits,
which have become evergreens. Many singers had
their stellar moments at this very festival. For many
years, Makfest was the only promoter of Macedonian
music abroad. In the Former Yugoslavia, it used to be
an international festival, hosting many foreign popular
artists, and following the independence, it

became the biggest domestic

music brand.

Journey to the
village of Dobrevo and observation of the surrounding extinct volcanoes. The journey continues to the village of
Lesnovo, sightseeing and a visit to the monastery in the village. Observing the volcano and the crater. Visiting
the volcanic caves and places where millstones have been extracted. Panoramic observation of the volcanoes
from the viewpoint near the crater. The journey goes on through the village of Zletovo and sightseeing the
beautiful valley of the Zletovska River. Lunch break. Visit of the village of Zletovo. The tour ends late in the
afternoon at the meeting point in the city of Shtip. The purpose of this one-day tour is to see the unique natural
and cultural - historical heritage of the Probishtip - Zletovo area.

3. “Through the gorges of the East”, a two - day regional route along the East planning region, about 250
km, as follows: starting point (city of Shtip) - Zletovo - Zletovska River (with a stop at the waterfalls near the
village of Jamishte) to the dam of Knezhevo Lake. Then a trip to the village of Zrnovci with a lunch break.
A short entrance to the Zrnovska River Gorge with an opportunity to enjoy the beautiful nature. Journey to the
village of Smojmirovo and the city of Delchevo. Accommodation in the city and staying overnight. The following
day, a visit to the gorge of Kamenichka River, up to the Mine Sasa with a tour around it. On the way back, a
short stop in the city of Makedonska Kamenica. Stopping at the viewpoints near Kalimanci Lake and passing
through the Istibanja Gorge, with a break in the village of Istibanja. Passing through the city of Kochani to Brana
Gratche (the dam). Lunch break. The tour ends late in the afternoon at the meeting place (in the city of Shtip).
The purpose of this two-day integrated tour through th East region represents the fusion and promotion of
the unique, mostly natural, but also cultural heritage in several parts of the region.

4. “Archaeo route”. Route duration: 7-10 hours (car / bus / van). Route length: 260 km. The tour starts with
a visit to the NI Institute for preserving cultural monuments and Museum in the city of Shtip, which houses a
historical, archaeological and ethnological exhibition. The route continues with the ascent of the medieval Isar
Fortress, a place where the Chet'rse event is held every year, which is part of the intangible cultural heritage
of UNESCO. From the city of Shtip, the journey continues to the archaeological site Bargala, and then to the
village of Morodyvis and a visit to the site Crkvishte which is part of the old Roman city Morobizdon. The route
ends with a visit to the fortified settlement from late antiquity and the Middle Ages, Vinica Fortress, on the hills
above the city of Vinica. Finally, the route ends with a walk and organized lunch in the city of Vinica, followed
by departure back to the city of Shtip or the city of Skopje. The one - day archaeo route offers visitors the
opportunity to get acquainted with the rich cultural and historical past of this area.

5. “Malesh & Pijanec”. Discover the beauty of Malesh and Pijanec (one - day route). Route duration: 8 - 10 hours
(by car / bus / van). Length of the route: 160 km. The tour starts at 9 o’clock in the city of Berovo, with a half
- hour visit to Berovo Lake and its surroundings. From here the tour goes on to the village of Negrevo i.e. to
the Educational Centre for Nature Conservation with a 30 - minute visit. Crnik Badlands are next as a natural
attraction in the village of Crnik, after which, the tour continues to the city of Delchevo through the village of
Grad and the archaeological site Gradishte with its surrounding natural landscape. The Ochipalska Gorge
follows, along Lake Kalimanci (with panoramic stops), followed by a visit to the city of Makedonska Kamenica,
where there will be a lunch break. From the city of Makedonska Kamenica, the next place to be visited is the
city of Vinica, going through the marvelous Istibanja Gorge and a visit to the Vinica Fortress and the Museum of
Terracotta Icons. In the afternoon, the tour continues along the gorge of Osojnica and ends in the city of Berovo.

5. An educational hiking trail Pehchevo — Petko’s Trail “Pehchevo adventure”. It is a round trail starting from
the city of Pehchevo, at 996 m asl, passing through Vrtena Skala and Judovi Livadi and then continuing along the
Petko’s Trail Path to the Educational Center for Nature Conservation in Negrevo and finally returning to the city of
Pehchevo through orchards. The trail is approximately 9.5 km long, with the highest climbing point of 1,222 m asl
at approximately 5 km of the total length. Total denivelation is 226 m and it takes 2-3,5 hours.

6. Hiking trail Mine Sasa - Ruen (2,252 m), 12 km long and with a duration of 5 hours. The trail starts at Mine
Sasa and ascends along the macadam road to the highest peak of the Osogovo Mountains, Ruen. From here, the
trail leads to Mal Ruen (2,206 m), Sokol (2,038 m), Crna Trava (1,700 m) and back again to Mine Sasa (1,550 m).

7. Hiking trail Kochani — Carev Vrv. It starts from the city of Kochani (at the end of 14ta Brigada street), continues
over the village of Crvena Niva, passes by D’ga Ridina next to the paved road, where it crosses Leshki Rid. WWhen
you reach Shumska Kukja, the trail then leads you to the right onto the old road to Ponikva. From Ponikva, the trail
to Carev Vrv is a cart road, and about half an hour before the top, leave the wide road (on the right) and continue
towards the meadows. It takes 5 hours from the city of Kochani to Ponikva, and another 5 hours hiking from
Ponikva to Carev Vrv.

8. Hiking trail to the peak Lisec (1,754 m asl) on Plachkovica Mountain. The first path, which is longer and more
difficult, begins and ends at the mountain lodge Vrteshka. The route takes approximately 10 hours, it is 24 km long,
and the altitude difference is 3,000 m. The tour requires 2-3 meals and 2 liters of water per person. The second
path, which is shorter and easier, begins and ends at the mountain lodge Dzumaja. The duration of this tour is
6 hours. The trail is 12 km long, and the height difference is 1,500 m. This tour requires 1-2 meals and 2 liters of
water per person.

9. Hiking trail to the caves of Plachkovica Mountain. The beginning and the end of the tour around the caves on
Plachkovica Mountain is the mountain lodge Vrteshka. It takes approximately 6 hours, and the trail is 10 km long.
The height difference is 1,600 m. It requires 1-2 meals and a liter of water (there are springs along the way). The
caves are lit and arranged for visits.

10. Hiking trail along the Kamnik Canyon. The village of Radanje is the starting and ending point of this tour. The
tour takes 7-8 hours, and the trail is 16 km long. The height difference is 800 m. This tour requires 1-2 meals and a
liter of water (there is a spring at the end of the canyon).

11. Hiking trail through the Kozjak Gorge. The archaeological site Bargala is the starting point whereas the
ending point is the mountain lodge Vrteshka. The route takes 10 hours, and the trail itself is about 16 km long. The
height difference is 700 m and it requires 2-3 meals and 2 liters of water per person.

12. Hiking trail through the Zrnovska River Gorge. The starting point is at the mountain lodge Vrteshka, and
it ends in the village of Zrnovci. The route takes 12 hours, and the trail is 20 km long. The height difference is
1,500 m. This route requires 2-3 meals and 2 liters of water.

13. Hiking trail through the Moroshka River Gorge. The starting point is at the mountain lodge Crkvishte, and
the trail ends in the village of Morodvis. The route takes 4 hours and the trail is 8 km long. The height difference is
1,100 m. You will need 1-2 meals and 2 liters of water.

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SieNIFICANT Bike TraILS

1. Biking trail Berovo — a large circle around the city of Berovo. A round trail of moderate difficulty, 48 km long,
which begins and ends at Berovo Lake. The trail goes along the tourist settlement Ablanica and continues to the
sports and recreational centre Ravna Reka, passing by the Pehchevo Waterfalls and Chengino Kale (1,745 m above
sea level) and the area of Klepalo. From here it moves on to the other side of the road from Berovo Lake to the border
crossing with R. Bulgaria and returns to the dam of the lake.

2. Biking trail Krug around the tourist settlement at Berovo Lake. The trail is 17 km long, starts at Berovo Lake
and moves around the tourist settlement to the locality Breza. It then descends to the road leading to the border
crossing with R. Bulgaria and continues to the opposite side to the beginning of the lake.

3. Biking trail Mandra - Klepalo. This is an easier trail, 11 km long which takes about 2-3 hours. It begins at the
locality Mandra, descends to Klepalo and continues along a dense pine forest.

4. Biking trail ,,The beauty of Pehchevo on a bike*“. A trail of moderate difficulty which connects the city of
Pehchevo to the tourist sites Vrtena Skala, Delibovi Kashchi and Judovi Livadi. The trail is 10 km long and it takes
about 3 hours.

5. Recreational bike trail llin Kamen. An easy trail connecting the city of Delchevo to the llin Kamen site. It is
5 km long (Delchevo — village of Zvegor - llin Kamen).

6. Mountain bike trail Golak. A trail of moderate difficulty, 20 km long, whose starting point is at the village of
Razlovci, near the city of Delchevo at 690 m asl, going through Kaladzerdzevo (1,129 m asl) to the peak Jastreb at
1,276 m asl (the highest peak of Obozna Mountain)

7. Bike trail Kalin Kamen — Carev Vrv — Ponikva — Zletovo. The trail is 43.7 km long and takes about 5-7 hours. It
is of moderate difficulty therefore it is for more experienced cyclists.

8. Bike trail Babishka Chuka. This trail is 16 km long (2-3 hours), and its starting point is in front of Hotel Gratche
at 463 m. The highest point to be reached is 1,220 m near the place called Babishka Chuka. The trail ends in the
village of Krushka (Tri Bagremi) at 875 m asl.

9. Bike trail Jastrebnik. The trail starts at the Recreational Centre Ponikva, and ends at the dam - Brana Gratche.
Itis 15 km long and it is an easy trail. It takes 2-3 hours to bike along the whole of it.

10. Bike trail Kochani — Zrnovci — Vinica — Jakimovo — Kochani. A round and medium-easy trail on a relatively
flat terrain, 31 km long, which takes about 3-4 hours.

11. Bike trail Shtip — Radanje — Kuchica — Pochivalo — Koshevo — Shashavarlija - Shtip. A half-day round trail
of moderate difficulty which takes about 4-5 hours, and is 48 km long.

12. Bike trail Shtip - Dragoevo - Selce - Stepanci - Leskovica - Piperovo - Konche - Rakitec - Mantovo — Lakavica —
Baltalija — Ljuboten — Shtip. A one-day round trail of moderate difficulty which takes 6-7 hours and is 93 km long.

13. The bike trail Pehchevo by bike is a round and 29,3 km long trail, starting in the city of Pehchevo at 997 m asl,
and going through Bukovik and the foothill of Kadiica Mountain, it descends along the slopes of Signalo and goes
back to the city of Pehchevo, passing by Spikovo. The trail is of moderate difficulty and appropriate for both bikes
and electric bikes as well as for hiking. The highest point to be reached is at 1,778 m asl, at approximately 16,4 km
of the total length.
